Throughout this contract, “I/me/mine/our”, refers to Rolling Oaks Shepherds/Bob and Diane Massey; “You/your/yours” refers to you as the puppy buyer, and, “puppy/pup/dog/he/she/him/her” refers to the purchased puppy whether male or female, pet or show/breed potential quality. Default on any of your part VOIDS this entire contract, and will result in forfeiture of pup to me, at my discretion. All warranties/guarantees apply to original purchase only, and are NOT transferable to anyone, unless approved by Robert and Diane Massey. 


1. All puppies are litter registered with AKC, UKC. As a part of this agreement and to validate your guarantees, you are required to permanently register this pup with AKC and UKC by 6 mos of age. You have the option of naming your own dog, with the exception that all puppies will carry “Rolling Oaks” at the beginning or end of their name. (can just write RO at the end also) We are happy to assist in anyway needed. 
2. Your puppy is warranted to be in good health upon your assuming ownership. This puppy has been wormed, and has been given a parvo-distemper shot which is a 5 way combo shot (DA2pp+CvKI4LCI) at 7 wks of age. [A puppy who is still with me at 10 weeks will receive a second combo shot; I reserve the option to ask for reimbursement. You are required to take puppy to the vet (of your choice; I am to be kept current on who your vet is, and I have your permission to contact your vet and have access to your puppy’s records for the extent of your dog’s lifetime — for genetic research project and guarantees) within 72 hours (excluding weekends/holidays, except not to exceed 5 days total) after taking possession of him/her. If, as a result of that examination (must be within 5 days of possession of your puppy; anything later would be outside normal incubation scopes to have come from my home, and would be then your responsibility), the Veterinarian determines your puppy is not in good health, I will, once provided with the receipts/statement/letter from the veterinarian, reimburse you for any medication costs to treat said illness. If as a result of illness/condition, you elect to return your puppy, he/she must be returned within 10 days of your assuming ownership, and any/all costs incurred to return the puppy would be solely your responsibility. Upon receipt of the puppy, we will refund any monies paid except the initial $200. Non-refundable deposit (as we would have to care for the puppy and change all its registrations back to us.), or be replaced with a different puppy, if available, and further performance under this contract shall be null and void. 
3. As your dog is micro chipped, you are required, under performance of this contract to permanently register your pup with AVID (& it’s your responsibility to your dog) and to report to us of any & all changes in aforementioned personal information. Your failure to do so may result that, if lost, your dog won’t be able to be returned to you! Just as an old id tag is useless with the wrong information on it, so is the microchip if the wrong info is on file. I am listed as a contact on the microchip information also, but do not expect, that if you don’t keep your information current, I would just happily give your dog back! 
4. This puppy was purchased as


A.________ “Pet Quality” (non-breeding registration) this puppy will permanently have Limited registration with AKC and UKC. It is required to be spayed/neutered within 12 months of age for females and 15 months for males. We as a breeder will have the option to be a co-owner on puppy at minimum until contract fulfillment. I must receive a copy of the spay/neuter paperwork from your vet. Failure to comply may result in temporary forfeiture of pup until surgical de-sexing is performed and the vet has been paid for their services by you. Limited registration was created by kennel clubs to designate a non-breeding registration; it also means the dog cannot participate in conformation events, though the dog can participate in all performance events. Many breeders use Limited registration as a safeguard for their dog: the resultant puppies produced by a dog on limited registration cannot be registered themselves and the parent dog will also lose its papers, too. Breeders use Limited registration to designate between show and pet quality dogs.  There are way too many stray and abandoned pets in this world. (Conversely breeders who do not take advantage of the limited registration program obviously don’t care what happens to the puppies they produce. ) 
   This puppy is guaranteed to be free from all genetic defects for the period one year from birth, and to be free from crippling genetic defects for 2 years of birth. Even if the scope of this warranty is over, and your dog becomes affected with a genetic disorder/disease, for the benefit of the White Shepherd Genetics research project, as a breed, please report them w/ veterinary records/access to me so I can report them to the study. Also, if your dog ever gets any health clearances, (ie: OFA, hips, cardiac, CERF, etc,) please tell me and provide certificate copies. Genetic defects are to be determined by veterinarian/s of both mine and your choice, plus we have a wealth of what is known to be genetic disorder/disease for the benefit of the German shepherd breed. 

B. ___ “Pet with Show Prospect/possible Breed Potential” This pup will originally have Limited Registration with AKC: and will be granted Full registration with UKC for showing purposes only.  We as a breeder will have the option to be a co-owner on puppy at minimum until contract fulfillment. The Limited Registration is to be lifted and breeding rights granted only when the dog’s hips have been certified by PennHIP at an age not less than 12 mos, and to be Final OFA/OVC certified on hips and elbows at an age not less than 24 mos, PLUS attain, at minimum, a UKC Championship (CH) in Conformation, and a minimum an AKC Companion Dog Title (CD)-or equivalent, plus a hands on physical/temperament examination conducted by breeder if necessary, and all must be met before first breeding of this dog, When dog has completed all aforementioned requirements, and has all appropriate paperwork I will then complete the application for removal of the Limited registration/co-ownership. If this dog has been bred before contractual agreements are fulfilled, it is immediate ground for repossession or fines per agreement.  This puppy is guaranteed to score on a PennHIP exam/certification at a DI (distraction index of .50 or better, and to be free of dysplastic changes having been examined by the PennHIP method. Puppy’s PennHIP exam must be at/after the age of 12 mos for me to consider it towards credit for fulfillment of this contract, and to score on OFA hip exam to pass or on OVC exam to be certified normal hips and to be issued an OFA/OVC number. This puppy is guaranteed to score no worse than a DJD1 in ONE elbow, or to have Normal elbows as found by an OFA/OVC exam elbow number. Puppy’s OFA exam must be at/after the age of 24 mos for me to consider it towards fulfillment of this contract. This puppy is guaranteed not to have any disqualifying faults as per breed standard, or any genetic defects BEFORE BREEDING. If this puppy fails to fulfill any of these genetic guarantees (the training part is solely your responsibility so the dog can attain his/her UKC CH and AKC CD), and you desire to retain ownership of him/her, I will refund: a) 50% of purchase price, or b) 75% credit towards purchase of another puppy from Rolling Oaks: both upon my proof of dog being altered. Or, if you elect to return the puppy, you may do so providing you return puppy to me with all applicable vet records and all registration transfers signed, and at your expense, and receive purchase price of puppy minus $300 (for care/registration changes), or another puppy of similar value for the price of $300, of which is your choice. 
Breach/violation of this dog(as identified by AVID personal identification number(-------------------) being bred, either on purpose, or by accident, while on Limited Registration without breeder’s consent will constitute the set agreed penalty fine as following; $2000 minimum to breeder for litter produced, or $500 for each puppy produced; whichever is more.

5.  If for some reason you choose not to keep/can not keep this dog, you agree to return him/her to me, without receiving a refund, with all applicable vet records and all registration transfers signed. . Under no circumstances will any Rolling Oaks puppy ever be surrendered to a Shelter. (This one would result in legal action). Even if you think you know someone who would be a nice home for puppy, puppy is still to be returned to me—I will take their name and number, etc. and let them go through the adoption process. 
6. This puppy is sold purely for a family companion and pet purposes first, and his/her primary residence is to be in your home! As a responsible dog owner, you agree to comply to all local, county and state ordinances/laws concerning the keeping of dogs, in addition to providing adequate food, water, housing, up to date vaccinations and all/any medical treatment when necessary, humane treatment and loving care for your puppy. 
You agree to take this puppy to at least one beginning level REAL obedience class TO COMPLETION.... Not just a puppy kindergarten!!!! And provide me with copy of completion certificate/s. German Shepherds are very clever, intelligent dogs as a whole and my entire bloodline works in one dog sport or other. If you do not train them properly, they will train you!!  I don’t want to see you both be miserable later in life. I strongly suggest and encourage you taking your puppy somewhere and at least obtaining a Canine Good Citizen certificate. (For more info: www.akc.org). This is sponsored by the AKC, so it is official, although your dog won’t receive anything after its recorded pedigree name such as a CD or CH; though you can use it when you write your dog’s name, such as your puppy’s parents have. Even altered dogs can compete in performance sports, too; herding, agility, fly ball, obedience; there are activities; for just about everyone, and they don’t all take high-energy people. They take patience, practice and consistency. 
7. This puppy is NOT to be sold, traded, leased out or given away without our knowledge and written consent for the term of its lifetime, nor are you acting agent, or in part of, in the purchase of this puppy, and you will not sell this puppy nor any of its progeny to any agent, pet store, guard dog business, or laboratory/research facility. I adopted this puppy to you, certainly not to some of them.... 
8. Your remedy for the breach of any aforementioned warranties/guarantees is limited to the purchase price of your puppy as in this contract. Other than as stated, no other warrantees/guarantees, expressed or implied, are made with this puppy/sale. 
If you fail to keep any of these agreements, and we inform you through certified mail, you will have 72 hours to return this dog to us at your expense. If you fail to do so, we shall have the LEGAL RIGHT to repossess this dog and get signed registration transfers from you without refunding any money. 
The health & welfare of my puppy is first and foremost. Neglect/abuse to the puppy/dog will result in immediate repossession of this puppy/dog with aid of the proper authorities. In addition, you shall be responsible for any/all expenses incurred in the process of repossession; including, but not limited to all legal fees and veterinary care to restore the health of dog, if necessary. Both parties of this contract agree to submit to jurisdiction of breeder’s resident county. 
This contract is binding throughout the entire lifetime for this purchased puppy/dog. 

By signing this contract, you are agreeing that you have read, understand, and agree to the above. 
You also understand that the deposit is non-refundable.
